NEONATAL RESUSCITATION
Overview
Dry/stimulate the child, prevent hypothermia, general assessment of breathing / tone. Start timer.

ASSESSMENTS
MEASURES
Airway & C-spine
	Is child crying?  Child not crying, no tonus
Inspect oral cavity.  No meconium
	Position supine with the head in neutral position
No suction


Breathing

	Vigorous breathing? Barely breathing
Connect pulsoximeter to right hand
	Ventilate 30/min, ensure adequate chest excursions
Extra O2 if SpO2 < 70% at 3 min


Circulation

	Heart rate < 60 beats/min despite adequate ventilation?  Heart rate 40 beats/min
	Chest compressions:ventilations 3:1 90:30/min


You are informed that the mother has had high fever during the past 3 days.

Drugs

	Heart rate remains < 60/min?  Heart rate 50 beats/min
	Crystalloid 20 ml/kg (60 ml) NV/IO

Adrenalin 0.1 mg/ml x 0.3 ml IV/IO


End
	Heart rate > 60 beats/min?  70 beats/min
Effective breathing?  Effective breathing
	End chest compressions
End ventilation
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
